Preliminary Subdivision Plan Review 

Lyman Farms @ Newman:  Mr. Purchase presented the board with the background 

of the proposed subdivision.  The development will have 50 homes and will meet all 

the regulations for the R-8 district.  Mr. Purchase recommended approval of the 

preliminary plat with following minor conditions.  The developer will need to revise 

the plan to provide correct symbols for the street lights; provide correct pavement 

design details; provide signed statements from appropriate officials verifying 

availability of gas, electricity and sanitary sewer.  Mr. Young asked for a motion.  

Neil Walsh made a motion to approve the preliminary plat and was seconded by 

Sylvia Murray. The board voted 3-2 to approve with Mr. Young stating the board 

recommended approval to Town Council.

Neil Walsh made a 

motion to adjourn and was seconded by Cecil Young.  The board voted unanimously 

to adjourn the meeting at 6:05 p.m.
